	Course goals
The main goal of the Public-Private Partnership Project Management course is to familiarize students with Public-Private Partnership (PPP) as a relatively new theoretical concept for our conditions and insufficiently applied practically. Therefore, the goal is to encourage its broader application in the practice of the Serbian economy.

Students become acquainted with how the state solves the problems of growing needs for public investments, especially in conditions of limited budget revenues. One of those ways is a partnership with the private sector. Pointing out the motives that encourage the state to cooperate with the private sector, both partners' benefits, and the limitations and risks of this type of cooperation. The specific forms and models of PPP that exist between the two extremes - state financing and privatization - are further studied.
Students learn to evaluate the good and bad effects of different alternatives, i.e. the costs of public investment and government service provision with the costs of services provided by partnerships with the private sector. Examples of areas in which the practical application of PPP is most common are also analyzed, such as infrastructure, communal activities, public services, etc.
The goal is to introduce students to the methodological aspects of PPP, with the public sector comparator, "value for money" analysis, and then with the development phases of the PPP project.

The students familiarise themselves with the experiences of different countries, especially those where this concept has advanced the farthest in practical application. Finally, the conditions and especially the limitations for the further development and broader application of the PPP concept in Serbia are analyzed.

	Course outcomes
Instructing students to evaluate PPP projects; Developing students' ways of thinking from the aspect of public interest protection and enabling them to make decisions in the public interest;

Training for work in state administration; Training for local self-government; Training for work in public companies and public services; Training for work in expert teams and further scientific research and professional career in public economics.
