Cilj fokus grupe je bio prikupljanje informacija o trenutnom stanju
finansijske pismenosti Roma i definisanje prioriteta, strategija i sadrzaja
treninga za njihovo finansijsko opismenjavanje, koji ¢e se sprovoditi u okviru
ovog projekta.

U ovoj aktivnosti su ucestvovali predstavnici 5 NVO koje se bave
unapredenjem pozicije Roma na lokalnom i republickom nivou,
predstavnici Republickog sindikata i udruzenja sakupljaéa sekundarnih
sirovina, dvojica sociologa — romologa, kao i troje profesora i dve
asistentkinje sa naseg Fakulteta kao ¢lanovi projektnog tima.

Na fokus grupi su
uspesno identifikovane
slabosti i snage upravljanja
personalnimi finansijama na
nivou romskih domacinstava,
sanse i izazovi za unapredenje
tih strategija, kao i subjekti i
primeri najbolje prakse u oblasti obrazovanja odraslih Roma.

June 27™ 2013. Today a focus
group within project Financial literacy for
Roma — Finally (GRUNDTVIG multilateral
project financed by EU through LifeLong
Learning Programme) was organized on
the Faculty of Economics University of
Nis.

The aim of this activity was to collect information about the current
state of financial literacy of adult Roma and to define priorities, strategies
and content of the training for its improvement that will be organized during
the project.

The participants in this focus group were professionals from different
fields experienced in working with Roma minority on local and republic
level: representatives of 5 NGOs, Republic union of recyclable items
collectors, two sociologists — researchers of various aspects of life of Roma
in Serbia, and 5 representatives of the Faculty — members of project team.

The focus group resulted in
successful identification of strengths
and weaknesses of personal and
household financial management of
Roma, opportunities and threats for
improvement of those strategies, and
subjects and good practice examples
regarding education of adult Roma.
